“Subject: About our chalice!

The flaming chalice is the symbol of Unitarian Universalism. Many Unitarian
Universalist congregations begin their worship on Sunday mornings by lightning one.

When we light the chalice, we illuminate a world that we feel called upon to serve
with love and a sense of justice. It signals a sacred place.

When Universalism and Unitarianism merged in 1961 the chalice symbol acquired
two overlapping circles to represent each of the two traditions.

The NWUUF Chalice was a gift from the First Universalist Church of Wausau. The
circles were welded by Marybrooks Eberlein, Oconomowoc, Wisconsin. The board it
sits on is from Doris Eberlein’s kitchen!
