The Spokane region is the gateway for adventure and exploration in the Intermountain
Northwest. Located driving distance from Glacier National Park and Yellowstone,
Spokane is nestled in natural beauty.

Spokane is located on interstate 1-90, 110 miles from the Canadian border and 18 miles
from Idaho. It is the largest city between Seattle and Minneapolis.

Spokane International Airport (GEG) is serviced by Alaska, American, Delta, Frontier,
Southwest, and United Airlines. Nonstop service is offered to 17 destinations, including
Minneapolis, Chicago, Dallas, Phoenix, and LAX.

Spokane is accessible by rail via Amtrak’s Empire Builder route (Chicago - St.
Paul/Minneapolis - Spokane - Portland/Seattle). It is also reachable by Greyhound Bus.
